Could you make it 

speak using an iPhone? 

DRAMA 

Create your own drama of 

robots taking over the 

world. How can humans learn 

to live safely with robots? 

GEOGRAPHY 

Considering the Earth, 

where do you think robots 

will be most useful? Draw a 

city that is controlled by 

robotics. Label it. 

HISTORY 

When was the internet first 

invented? When was 

electricity first discovered? 

Do some research into the 

history of technology.  

MUSIC 

What might a robot like to 

listen to? Rock? Drum and 

bass? Make some music for 

a robot. 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

Surely even robots need to 

stay fit and… well oiled. 

Design a daily routine for a 

healthy robot. 

RELIGIOUS EDUCATION
